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WHAT IS THE PREVENTING HARASSMENT
AND ABUSE THROUGH SUCCESSFUL
EDUCATION (PHASE) PROGRAMME?

PHASE provides Junior Canadian Rangers and
adult members of the JCR Programme with the
information and training they need to prevent
harassment and abuse. PHASE is built around
a series of short, age appropriate and culturally
sensitive video segments and learning activities
that explain various forms of harassment and
abuse. They are designed to encourage open
discussion, and focus on mutual respect, support
and concern for others.
